In another case, on 6th February 2025, information
was received via a call to the 112 Women Helpline
from villagers in Bhargav, Sugauli, regarding a
mentally ill and helpless woman wandering the
streets due to hunger. After sustained efforts, on
29th July 2025, her husband came forward and
submitted a written request to the head of Raxaul
Police Station, and he took her home with great
happiness. The entire community was deeply
moved and expressed greatjoy at her safe return.

Awareness program - World Anti-Human
Trafficking

On the occasion of World Anti-Human Trafficking
Day on 30-07-2025, an awareness program on
issues related to the prevention of human
trafficking was organized by the New Network
Project at Duncan Hospital Champapur and
conducted by Pranay Mohanty, their Program
Manager. Modern issues such as human trafficking,
child labor, child slavery, sexual exploitation and
domestic violence were discussed, as well as the
issue of giving supportto helpless women.

During this year, under Didi’s guidance, a
significant milestone was achieved with the
acquisition of an 11,000 sq. ft. building in Bihar for
Maher. Didi was honored with several recognitions,
including the Pratibha Samman, Appreciation for
support in Medical Camps, and Tree Plantation
Award for environmental contribution.



A total of 27 women were rescued, out of which 22
women were successfully rehabilitated and reunited
with their communities. At present, 34 women are
receiving continuous support and benefits from
Maher. Additionally, 27 girls were provided shelter at
Maher through administrative support and later
handed over safely to their parents.

Regular support for ration has begun, with a monthly
donation of 6,600, along with essential supplies such
as rice, wheat flour, semolina, and refined flour. This
year, Maher also received essential appliances
including a cooler, water geyser, and washing
machine.

People have shown increased trust in Maher and
gratitude towards Didi. Growth in skill development
among staff members has also been observed. All
required vaccinations for children up to two years of
age were completed. Furthermore, two children were
named through a traditional naming ceremony
conducted by Didi, marking a moment of joy and
blessings.
